We are looking forward to a great weekend of racing! We have 32 teams entered.  Our Judges for this tournament are Jennifer DuRocher and Todd Morningstar.  The tournament will be held at the Armada Fairgrounds, address and directions are listed below.  This is a new site for us and we would like to keep it.  Please clean up after your dogs and yourself.  Trash cans and clean up bags will be available, there will be a marked exercise area near the racing building.  A hose and pools for dogs will also be available near the building.  Please be aware, there will be a horse show on Friday only.  
Raffle - Not this tournament.

Prizes - Since we believe everyone is a winner, there will be prizes for everyone.  We will announce the tournament results at the end of the day on Sunday and the RD may have NAFA awards.

MEASURING - Measuring will take place between 7:30 am and 7:45 am on Saturday.  Please bring the dog’s CRN with you for measurement to help things move along.

Time Sheets - Please turn in your racing sheets before 7:50 in the morning.   If you would prefer to email me your line-up, please use an Excel file to do so (there is a sample on the Excel file with the Schedule and Seeding) and email the form to mckernan.k9@gmail.com before midnight on Wednesday, May 12 so the racing sheets can be printed on Thursday. Changes/corrections to the submitted team will be allowed before racing begins.  If the racing sheets are pre-filled out, a representative of that team must initial the information before the racing sheets will be considered valid.

RACING - We do not plan to have a captain’s meeting.  Racing will begin at 8:00 AM both Saturday and Sunday.    Warm-up will be 2 minutes from the time the previous team removes their flyball box.  We will cut warm-up time to one minute if necessary.  Please let the judge know if you are ready before the 2 minutes are up.  We will be taking a 30-minute lunch break each day at approximately 12:00.  The race number will be posted at the Head Table.  There will be conflicts on Sunday due to the number of clubs with multiple teams.  

Format - Teams were seeded according to times submitted.  The Breakout rule will apply.  All racing will be run in a best 3 out of 5 format. 

Regular 1, Regular 2, and Open 2 will run a 5 team Double Round Robin.

Regular 3 will run a 4 team Triple Round Robin.  

Scoring - Teams will earn 1 point per race won in the round robin.  Points will be totaled and the highest points wins. 

Multi will run a 7 team single Round Robin into a 7 team Double Elimination.

and Open 1 will run a  team Round Robin into a Double Elimination.

Scoring - Teams will earn 1 point per race won in the round robin. Elimination will be seeded by Round Robin placement.  Placement for Round Robin will be combined with placement from the Elimination to determine final placement.  (ex. 1st = 1, 2nd = 2…)  Lowest combined points wins.

Ties for placement will be broken based on the following:

1) Previous Head to Head competition.

2) Best Non-Breakout Time

Camping - The tournament will be in a building at the front of the fairgrounds.  The camping area is at the back of the fairgrounds.  There is plenty of space near the racing building for crating and camping.  There will be limited electrical hookups available for campers near the racing building.  Please minimize the number of wires going to each pole and the number of electrical items used.  AC cannot be used in this area.  There are plenty of electrical and water hook ups in the camping area at the back of the fairgrounds that can handle AC.  Generators are allowed on site but campers will still be subject to the camping fees.

There is a fee of $20 per day for campers and $10 per day for tents.   Please pay the camping fee to the head table before Sunday afternoon.  If you need to write a check, make it out to “cash”.  Any electrical hookups to a pole are subject to this fee.  Even if you do not stay the night, if an electrical cord was plugged in at any time a fee is required.  We will have members walking around counting cords and fairground personnel may also be walking around counting the number of cords that are being used.  We will be charged for all cords, please be honest with us.  The grounds will be open at noon on Friday for set-up.  Please be courteous, many campers will be coming for the weekend, try to limit your space so everyone will fit.

Potluck – Please join us after racing on Saturday for a potluck barbeque.  We will provide hamburgers, hotdogs, and veggie burgers.  We ask that each family bring a dish to pass.
