Welcome to Instant Replay’s 18th annual Caledonia Flyball Tournament!! 

Racing will begin at 8.00 on Saturday and 8.00 on Sunday.

 Please Note:

We are using a ONE schedule, two ring format for racing this year. 

Once your Team is on deck….the PIT BOSS will assign you to your racing lane…this way you will have time to inform your box loader which lane they will be in

Boxes will be located centrally to help makes things easier.

We have attempted to allow a minimum of 4 races between when a club races so team members can change dogs and be ready to race. 

We are hoping that this will help to reduce ring conflicts and keep racing moving smoothly through both days to allow us to finish racing in a timely manner. 

We received 57 entries that have been divided into six Regular Class Divisions, one Multi-breed Class Division, two Open Class Divisions and one Veterans Class Division as follows. 

Regular Division 1: 5-team Double Round Robin; combined for total points.

Regular Division 2: 5-team Double Round Robin; combined for total points.

Regular Division 3: 6-team Double Round Robin; combined for total points.

Regular Division 4: 6-team Double Round Robin; combined for total points.  

Regular Division 5: 8-team Single Round Robin plus Single Elimination; placements combined for final placements.

Regular Division 6: 5-team Double Round Robin; combined for total points.

Multi-Breed Division 1: 6-team Double Round Robin; combined for total points.

Open Division 1: 5-team Double Round Robin; combined for total points.

Open Division 2: 8-team Single Round Robin plus Single Elimination; placements combined for final placements.

Veterans Division 1: 3​ team Triple Round Robin 4 out of 4; total points

The tournament will be best 3 out of 5 heats (except veterans), with any tied heats re-run. The first team to win 3 heats wins the race. 

Scoring:  

Regular Division 1,2,3,4,6 Multi Division 1, and Open Division 1, one point to be awarded for each race won.  Total round robin points will be added together to determine division placements.

Regular Division 5 and Open Division 2, in the round robin, one point will be awarded for each race won.  Total round robin points will be added together to determine seeding into elimination rounds.  The placement from the round robin will be added with the placement in the elimination to determine the overall division placement.

Tie breaking: 

Firstly on the basis of head to head competition between the teams involved, and secondly on the basis of the best time recorded by each team during the tournament.  

The format is based on the NAFA Rule Book, modified to reduce closely spaced races by any one team or club. The design is intended to be as fair as possible in both number of races and competitiveness of the divisions. Assignment to divisions has been made on the basis of times submitted by the teams. The tournament seeding, format, and assignment to divisions are as approved by the Regional Director.

Warm Ups:  

We will have a 2 minute warm up, but will shorten it as the day goes on, please let our judges know if you are ready to race before warm-up ends.

ACCOMMODATION:

CAMPING:

Fairground: 

Do to the Erie Shores Dog show being in conjunction with our flyball tournament, camping is going to be tight.  Please be considerate when setting up.  Flyball has been designated a certain area that is well marked.  Although it is not an organized campground, camping with limited facilities will be allowed on the fairground. There are some 15-amp power outlets, and a water supply.  Washrooms will be available, but no showers. We are asking those who choose to camp overnight, to pay $25 for the weekend to help defray the additional fairground rental and significant insurance costs required by the Fair Board.

Selkirk Provincial Park:  This park is about 45 minutes away, south of Caledonia.  See www.ontarioparks.com for details.

RESTAURANTS:

There are several restaurants in Caledonia and Hamilton and others around the Days Inn in

Brantford.  

There will also be food available at the fairgrounds!

DIRECTIONS to Caledonia:

From Toronto or Niagara, take the QEW (or 407) to 403 in Burlington, (the 403/QEW interchange can be tricky, watch the signs carefully) follow 403 past Hamilton to Ancaster.

Exit at Highway 6 South (new exit). Follow this road until it joins the old Highway 6 South to Caledonia.  Turns into Argyle St. Take Argyle St. to the first stop light and turn left onto Caithness St. E.  The Fairground is about 1 block along on the right.

From Brantford, follow 403 east, to the Garden Ave exit.  Go south on 4-lane highway towards Cainsville, follow signs for Cayuga and/or Caledonia, cross highway 2/53 and you will be on Brant Rd 18.  Follow 18 to 54, turn left and follow 54 all the way into Caledonia.  The fairground is on the right, just past the stoplight.  It is about a 30 min drive.

From Michigan, take 401 from Windsor (or 402 from Sarnia to the 401), follow 401 to 403 near Woodstock, follow 403 to Ancaster and exit at Highway 6 South (new exit). Follow this road until it joins the old Highway 6 South to Caledonia. Turns into Argyle St. Take Argyle St. to the first stop

light and turn left onto Caithness St. E.  The Fairground is about 1 block along on the right.

ANIMAL HEALTH

During the tournament: contact an Instant Replay Team member for assistance in locating a veterinarian.  

After hours clinic: Halton-Wentworth Emergency Veterinary Clinic, (905 529-1004), 505 King St W, Hamilton, ON.  Hours: Weekdays 6 pm to 8 am, Saturday and Sunday, 24 hours.  (Go North on highway 6 from Caledonia, it becomes, Upper James St, follow it down “the mountain” onto Victoria Ave, follow Victoria (one-way north) to King E (one-way west), turn left on to King E, cross James St onto King W and follow King W. to # 505.  It is on the South side of King W.  (Basically, just follow the main road into downtown Hamilton and turn left on King St.)

PEOPLE HEALTH:

  West Haldimand General Hospital is in Hagersville, about 12 km south of Caledonia along highway 6.  Turn left at the Argyle Street stop light in Caledonia, follow Argyle south to highway 6, follow 6 south to the first stop light in Hagersville.  Turn left, the hospital is about 3 blocks down King Street.  (Ask at hotels for directions to hospitals and vets in Brantford). Call 911 for emergencies.
