Racing Schedule, Format, and Scoring

We have a full racing schedule planned. The seeding and format for
each division, as well as the racing schedules, can be found on our
website: www.flyballdogs.com/nre.

Scoring for all divisions will be one point for each heat won and two
points for winning the race. A half point will be awarded for heat ties
and one point for race ties. Warm-ups will be 2 minutes for each
team’s first race, then 90 seconds for all the rest on Saturday. On
Sunday we will start with 90 seconds for the first race and 60 seconds
for the rest.. Please note that if you are printing your own C-2’s, they
must be single sided and include races.

Placement in case of ties:

Ties will be decided based on the following criteria:
1. Fastest time in the division

2. Fastest time head to head
3. If still tied, a tie breaker race (2 of 3 heats)
