Thank you for entering our “Third Time’s the Charm” tournament.  It is being held in Chelsea, Michigan, at the Chelsea Fairgrounds.  Fairgrounds open at 2 PM Friday.

Head Judge is Todd Morningstar.   Relief judging to be provided by Jennifer Durocher.

DIRECTIONS:  

I-94 to exit #159, north to Manchester Rd.  Left on Manchester Rd.  Fairgrounds are on the left.  Look for the sign.

CRATING: 

Outdoor crating. 

MEASURING:

Measuring will take place between 7:00 am and 7:15 am on Saturday.  There will be no captains’ meeting.

WARM-UPS:

There will be a two minute warm-up period allowed at the beginning of each race.  Time will start at the end of the preceding race.  The warm-up time is subject to change to a one-minute period if necessary.

RACING:

When, and as we determine, we will be using a sun screen type cloth on the door at the box end with the door open far enough to accommodate our LARGE floor fans to facilitate air flow through the racing area.

Racing will begin at 7:30 am on both Saturday and Sunday.  

Racing has been divided into 4 Regular and 2 Multi-Breed divisions according to the submitted team times.  Each division has been assigned a break-out time one second faster than the top seed time in that division (for additional information see NAFA rule 5.5)

Regular Divisions 1 & 2  will be racing a combined Single Round Robin with separate final placings for awards.

Regular Division 3 and Multi-Breed 2 will be racing a Single Round Robin to Single Elimination.    

Multi-Breed Division 1 will be racing a Single Round Robin to a Double Elimination.  

Regular Division 4 will be racing a Single Round Robin.   

All racing is 3 out of 5 format.

SCORING:  

Single Round Robins:  Teams will receive one point for each RACE won.  Total points will determine final placement.  The team with the highest point totals will be awarded 1st place, the 2nd highest will be awarded 2nd place, and so on.  

Single Round Robins to Elimination (Single or double).  In the Round Robin, teams will receive one point for each RACE won. Placements from the Round Robin will determine seeding for the  Elimination.  Final placement will be determined by adding the placement from the Round Robin together with the placement from the Elimination.  The team with the lowest point totals will be awarded 1st place, the 2nd lowest will be awarded 2nd place, and so on.  

TIES:  In round robin format, ties will be broken 1st by the head to head races, 2nd by the fastest time head to head, and 3rd by the fastest time overall.  Ties for final placement will be broken by fastest time overall (Round Robin and Elimination rounds).  

LUNCH:  Currently, a lunch break is not anticipated.  If this changes, signs will be posted.

AWARDS: There will be special awards given and awards for all placements in each division.  We hope you will be able to join in the recognition of tournament placings and our special awards at the conclusion of racing Sunday.

CAMPING: Camping on site Friday, Saturday, and/or Sunday.   $10.00/day/unit that is hooked up to water and/or electric.  This fee also applies to canopies for day use if hooked up to water and/or electric.  Payable, in cash, to Kim Schultz (the GSP lady).  Electricity/water/ restrooms/showers.  

ADDED FUN:  

We will again be serving Sno cones to our guests while supplies last.

Straight Course racing will be available on site for $1 per run per dog.  Payable at the course site or PA canopy.  If there is no one from PA manning the site when you wish to run, please visit the Pawsitive Attitudes canopy to arrange for someone to operate the equipment for your runs.  Please do not operate the equipment yourself.
