             Dog’s name
Please note that all distractions will be tailored so that they are the most likely things to cause your dog to lose focus.  The purpose of these tests is NOT to make it easy for your dog to compete, but rather to ensure that he will be able to successfully do so when the time comes.  

To pass a test, your dog must be able to perform it correctly at least 8 out of 10 times.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  1.   Dog can complete the pattern correctly and without distraction, clearing all 4 hurdles, triggering the box, and carrying the ball back over all 4 hurdlers and past the finish line.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  2.    Dog can complete the pattern correctly with distracting physical objects littering the area around the lane.  Particularly tennis balls, but other objects such as plush toys, tugs, treats, food dishes, etc., can be used.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  3.    Dog can complete the pattern correctly with a human-only distraction on either side of the lane. The human will be walking or moving around and talking/whistling/singing at average volume.  The human will be no closer than 5' away.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  4.    Dog can complete the pattern correctly with a distraction of a human using a noise-maker (squeaky-toy, whistle, clicker, etc.) on either side of the lane.  The human will be no closer than 5' away.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  5.    Dog can complete the pattern correctly with a distraction of a human creating a large visual distraction on either side of the lane (such as waving a bandana or tossing a toy in the air and catching it).  The human will be no closer than 5' away.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  6.    Dog can complete the pattern correctly with a distraction of a human walking a dog on-leash, on either side of the lane, no closer than 20' away. 

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  7.    Dog can complete the pattern correctly when running in one lane after another dog has already run in the same lane and been caught by its handler.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  8.    Dog can complete the pattern correctly when running in one lane ahead of another dog, and when caught, ignores the second dog when it is released.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  9.    Dog can complete the pattern correctly with another dog racing in the other lane, 20' away, on the dog's non-turning side (that being the side away from the direction the dog turns at the box).

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 10.   Dog can complete the pattern correctly with another dog racing in the lane, 20' away, on the dog's turning side (that being the side in the direction the dog turns at the box).

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 11    Dog can complete the pattern correctly with a distraction of a human walking a dog on-leash on either side of the lane, no closer than 10' away from the lane.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 12.   Dog can complete the pattern correctly when running in one lane after another dog that is still in motion when this dog is released for a long (greater than 10') pass.  This dog must ignore the returning dog and focus on his task.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 13.   Dog can complete the pattern correctly when running in one lane ahead of another dog with a long (greater than 10') pass, and does not try to lunge at the second dog as they are  passing each other.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 14.   Dog can complete the pattern correctly with another dog racing in the lane, 10' away, on the dog's non-turning side (that being the side away from the direction the dog turns at the box),

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 15.   Dog can complete the pattern correctly with another dog racing in the lane, 10' away, on the dog's turning side (that being the side in the direction the dog turns at the box).

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 16.   Dog can complete the pattern correctly with a distraction of a human walking a dog on-leash on either side of the lane, no closer than 5' away from the lane.

Above should be minimum requirements for adding a dog to the line-up.

The following should be more advanced tests since official racing lanes will not be closer than 10' and slower teams will not be expected to have tight passes.

Any dog that runs on the faster teams should be able to pass the following tests.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  17.  Dog can complete the pattern correctly when running in one lane after another dog that is still in motion when this dog is released for a short (between 5' and 10') pass.  This dog must ignore the returning dog and focus on his task.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  18.  Dog can complete the pattern correctly when running in one lane ahead of another dog with a short (between 5' and 10') pass, and does not try to lunge at the second dog as they are passing each other.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
   19. Dog can complete the pattern correctly with a distraction of a human jogging with a dog on-leash on either side of the lane, no closer than 5' away from the lane.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  20.  Dog can complete the pattern correctly with another dog racing in the lane, 5' away, on the dog's non-turning side (that being the side away from the direction the dog turns at the box)

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  21.  Dog can complete the pattern correctly with another dog racing in the lane, 5' away, on the dog's turning side (that being the side in the direction the dog turns at the box)

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  22.  Dog can complete the pattern correctly when running in one lane after another dog that is still in motion when this dog is released for a tight (nose-to-nose) pass.  This dog must ignore the returning dog and focus on his task.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  23.  Dog can complete the pattern correctly when running in one lane ahead of another dog with a tight (nose-to-nose) pass, and does not try to lunge at the second dog as they are passing each other.
