	· Take I40 to Exit 159, I25, north to Santa Fe

· Take Alameda Blvd Exit #233, turn Left on Alameda Blvd.

· Take Alameda 4.2 miles to Hwy 528N which will turn into Rio Rancho Blvd.  

· Go 2.2 miles to High Resort Blvd., turn left on High Desert Resort Blvd.

· Drive a mile or so on High Resort Blvd until you see the field on your right.  We are on the East side, the first entrance you come to.  

	From North:
	· From Santa Fe take I25S to Alameda Blvd. #233, turn right onto Alameda Blvd.

· Follow directions from above.

	From South:  
	· Take I25 from El Paso continue on I25 in Albuquerque to Alameda Blvd, Exit #233.

· Follow directions from above.

	From West:
	· Take I40 to Exit 159, N to Santa Fe.

· Follow directions from above.


Racing – The first race for each team will have a 2 minute warm up, subsequent warm ups will be one minute.  
All racing will be of the 4/4 format, with each team having 24 heats each day.  

Racing will be a round robin format (single or double depending on the division).  

One point will be awarded to the winner of each heat and one additional point will be awarded to the winner of each race.

In the event of a tied race, the point for the winner will be split and 1/2 point will be awarded to each team.

Ties for placement will be determined by the fastest times in head-to-head races between the tied teams.
