FAIRMOUNT PARK - 5222 Quaker Street, Golden - Between McIntyre and Easley Road SOUTH of 54th Ave. 
Take I-70 West to Colorado Hwy 58 (exit 265). 
Take Hwy 58 to Mcintyre St. (First exit on 58). 
Go north on Mcintyre (right at the end of the ramp) to 54th Ave. 
Go west (left) on 54th Ave. to the “Sage Valley Kennel” sign. This will be Quaker St.
Park is just past large blue building on the east side of Quaker St.
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Everyone needs to be aware that we cannot smoke in the park.   Smoking is only allowed in your car or you risk the chance of getting a ticket due to the fire ban. 
  
Racing -First race for each division will have a 2-minute warm ups.  60-second warm-ups will follow that.

Racing will be a round robin format (single or double depending on the division).  Winners in all round-robin racing will be determined by total points. 

Ties will be broken by head to head racing among the tied teams.  If still tied, then the fastest legal time from head to head competition will be used.  Three-way ties will be broken by fastest legal time of the day.
