RUFF is happy to welcome you to our November 2006 No-Frills Flyball tournament. 
The building will open at 7:00 am both on Saturday and Sunday. This is a large indoor concrete building (250 ft x 150 ft). We'll be using Tuff Spun matting. 
The schedule will be as follow for Saturday:

· Checking in between 7:00 am and 7:30am
· Box Check at 7:15am

· Height Dog measuring at 7:30am

· Captains meeting 7:45am

Racing Starts at 8:00am 
The schedule will be as follow for Sunday:

· Checking in between 8:00 am and 8:30am
· Box Check at 8:15am

· Height Dog measuring at 8:30am

· Captains meeting 8:45am

· Racing Starts at 9:00am
We will be setting up on Friday and you are welcome to bring crates Friday afternoon, please not later than 5:00pm.
The Pavilion is located in the Larimer County Fairgrounds, directly adjacent to I-25, just North of Highway 34, in Loveland, Colorado. 
To reach The Ranch (north of Denver, south of Fort Collins).... Directions and map are:
Take I-25 and take exit 259 at Crossroads Blvd.
Travel East 1 mile to Fairgrounds Avenue (County Road 5);  Go North to the entrance
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Everyone needs to be aware that we CAN bring food and drinks into the fairgrounds.  There will not be a concession stand available.
  
Racing -First race for each division will have a 2-minute warm ups.  60-second warm-ups will follow that.

Racing will be a round robin format (single or double depending on the division).  Winners in all round-robin racing will be determined by total points. 

Ties will be broken by head to head racing among the tied teams.  If still tied, then the fastest legal time from head to head competition will be used.  Three-way ties will be broken by fastest legal time of the day.

Judging – Danny Fitts will be our main judge and Dana Nichols will be assisting him.

We will be posting a schedule that includes all teams to cover all judging positions (line judge and box judge) Rachel Cox will work the score table. If there are not sufficient judges then we may ask for help.
Saturday evening, after racing, we will be removing the EJS system and racing lanes will be open to the use of tournament participants that want to try out their young or green dogs. Please try not to use this time for any team practice but for those dogs that can not run in tournament because they are too new or too young. I will have a sign up sheet available.

This space will be open no longer than one hour after racing ends.
RUFF will be holding this no-frills tournament, with proceeds to be donated to MaxFund. The MaxFund is a non-profit organization that was established in May of 1988 to provide medical care for injured pets with no known owners, and to seek out new homes for these animals once they have recovered. The MaxFund is a no-kill dog and cat shelter. 

As part of each entry we are asking each person to donate at least one new or lightly used item that is needed by the MaxFund.

Here are some of the basic needs: 

* cat and dog food (dry & canned), the higher the quality the better
* kitty litter & boxes
* jerky, snausages or pupperoni treats
* packages of raw hot dogs (for dispensing medicine!)
* dish soap and bleach
* toilet paper and paper towels
* small collars
* dog treats 
* dust pan
* stamps

Monetary donations are also readily accepted!

A large green box will be prominently displayed at the tournament site to collect donations. Your generosity toward such a rewarding cause is once again greatly encouraged and appreciated.
